EASEE-gas recommends the usage of AS4 following the latest ENTSOG profile for the transfer 72 

of Edig@s messages. This document-based approach follows the push paradigm – the 73 

messages are pushed immediately via AS4 when the information is available or when there 74 

are updates in the sender’s data. This is important especially for time critical processes, e.g. 75
